In the introduction to the 
book they say: 

“Contrary to popular wisdom, the proper first response to a changing world is not 
to ask, ‘How should we change?’ but rather to ask, ‘What do we stand for and why 
do we exist?’  This should never change.  And then feel free to change everything 
else.” 

Obviously as a church we must never lose sight of our mission as expressed in our Book 
of Discipline “…to make disciples of Jesus Christ.” (p.87, 2004 edition)  Methods and 
evangelical techniques can and do change but our mission is the bedrock foundation that 
can not be altered.
